Methods: The methodology integrates geographic data sets and census statistics by
applying hotspot analysis and the global Moran's | statistic to identify trends in urban
clustering and spatial correlation. Furthermore, the challenges caused by rapid urban
growth, such as development gaps and sustainability of urban and rural areas, are
examined.

Results: The analysis findings not only indicate critical periods of urban reconstruction
influenced significantly by the Islamic Revolution after 1976 and the Iran-lraqg War but
also underscore the impact of socio-political events on Iran's urban development. The
research highlights the urgent need to implement sustainable urban planning procedures
and equitable regional development policies to address the complexities posed by
urbanization.

Conclusions: This study, through analyzing six decades of urban transformation in Iran,
found that centralized government policies have exacerbated population concentration and
the uneven distribution of resources, leading to spatial inequalities and environmental
challenges. The findings indicate a shift in urban development patterns from dispersion to
concentration, especially in Tehran. It is suggested that strengthening infrastructure in
smaller cities and implementing decentralization policies can pave the way for sustainable
and balanced urban development in Iran. Continuing the current trajectory may intensify
spatial inequalities and pressure on resources.
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Introduction

Urban development is a significant challenge of the 21st century, requiring attention to various aspects of the
urban environment and society, including political, social, economic, physical, and managerial dimensions,
corridor, and marginal development occurs in scattered and compact patterns due to various factors. The
physical-spatial development of the city is constantly changing due to social, economic, political, and natural
factors.

The gradual development to the periphery increases access costs to urban services and causes the destruction
and fragmentation of agricultural and cultivated lands around the city. As urbanization increases, environmental
crises emerge, prompting concern from managers and urban planners. A comprehensive and integrated approach
is required to achieve sustainable urban outcomes.

Examining the evolution of urbanization from 1956 to 2016 is not just an academic exercise but a crucial step
in understanding the different patterns of urban growth, the impact of changes and aspects of urban development
on the urbanization process, and forecasting the future. This historical context is vital to achieving a balanced
and sustainable urban environment.

This study uses advanced quantitative spatial analysis techniques to examine the changes in urban settlements in
Iran from 1956 to 2016. The analysis is built on a robust dataset containing population data from seven censuses,
each conducted at a decade interval. Using geographic information system (GIS) software, researchers applied a
standard deviation (SDE) contour pattern to analyze the data from each census period. The SDE model enabled
visual quantification of the geographic dispersion, orientation, and concentration of the urban population,
providing valuable insights into the spatial dynamics of urban regeneration.

Additionally, the researchers calculated critical parameters such as ellipse center, axis length, rotation, and
area to evaluate changes in urban distribution patterns over the study period. Furthermore, researchers used the
global Moran's coefficient to measure the degree of spatial correlation between urban centers, which shed light
on whether their distribution is clustered, scattered, or random. These findings offer quantitative evidence
supporting historical narratives of centralized state formation and urban hierarchy reconstruction, adding depth
to our understanding of Iran's urban development.

Results

The analysis of standard deviation ellipses and spatial statistics during the seven census periods of Iran from
1956 to 2016 provides valuable insights into the evolving structure and dynamics of urban systems in the studied
periods. First, the gradual progress of the centers of the ellipses continuously eastward, eventually leading to a
near alignment with modern Tehran by 1996, fits well with historical narratives of that city's rise as the core of
the population. Second, the reduction in the size of the ellipses and their more circular shapes during this period
indicates the intensification of urban agglomeration within a core area cantered on Tehran.

At the same time, the transition to complete spatial correlation in 1996 has quantitatively confirmed the
qualitative narratives of a territorial centralized urban system. The shift of urban centers towards Tehran,
especially in the late 20th century, reflects the concentration of political power and economic resources in the
capital.

Comparing these results with similar studies from decades before, the dispersion seen in 1956 is consistent
with most people living in villages. These events affected migration patterns, as war-induced displacements and
economic sanctions changed the socio-economic fabric of urban areas. The analysis of census data during and
after these periods shows changes in the urban growth rate and spatial configuration, which points to the
flexibility and adaptability of Iranian cities to external and internal shocks. The eastern advance of urban centers
and greater density around Tehran aligns with narratives of the formation of a centralized state. However, more
evidence is needed to provide a new perspective on the scale and speed of these developments.
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Conclusion

The key findings are: 1) The centers of the contours gradually changed towards the east, and finally, until 1996,
they were concentrated near modern Tehran, which coincided with the rise of that city. 2) The size and shape of
the contours changed from scattered geometries to dense circular cores cantered on Tehran, which indicates the
intensification of urban agglomeration. 3) The analysis of hotspots showed that the clustering has reached
maturity, which indicates the formation of population aggregations. The data obtained from this extensive
analysis provides a vivid picture of a nation experiencing rapid urban transformation influenced by internal and
external factors. Expanding urban growth, especially in Tehran and other large cities, has highlighted issues
related to urban sprawl, socio-economic gaps, and sustainability of development efforts. The challenges in this
study, identified through this analysis, from managing urban growth to filling development gaps, call for a
strategic re-evaluation of urban planning and policy frameworks. Exploiting the potential of urbanization
requires a comprehensive approach that integrates socio-economic development goals with sustainable urban
management strategies. Finally, Iran's urban heritage, shaped by its experiences from 1956 to 2016, offers
valuable lessons to guide the complexities of urban development in the modern era.
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
