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Tourism is a vital industry that has a significant impact on the economic development of
many cities and countries around the world. Small-scale cities can also benefit from
tourism by generating income, creating job opportunities and promoting cultural exchange.
Despite having many tourist attractions, lzeh has not yet fully utilized its capacities for
tourism development. The tourism industry of this city is relatively undeveloped and has
not received much attention from the government or the private sector. The current
research is applied in terms of nature based on the new methods of futurology, analytical
and exploratory science, which was carried out by using a combination of quantitative and
qualitative models. The methods of data collection in this research are documentary-library
and field. The statistical population of the research is 60 executive and academic experts of
Izeh, who were selected using the Delphi technique and sampled by the snowball sampling
method. MARCOS model was used to rank the variables in the four dimensions of tourism
in lIzeh. Based on the results obtained from 43 variables, investment, infrastructure,
income, and employment factors have the greatest impact on the economic development of
Izeh city. The degree of influence and influence of the variables, 11 influential variables,
16 variables are in the risk spectrum, 7 variables are in the influence spectrum and the rest
of the variables have a low influence and influence degree. Finally, based on the effects of
the variables, the direct and indirect relationships of the variables are categorized into 5
spectrums. Also, the ranking of each of the 43 research factors in the four dimensions of
religious, natural, historical and cultural tourism in Izeh are different.
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Introduction

In urban tourism to achieve a stable balance between the needs of local communities, environmental protection
and improve the quality of urban tourist experience and sustainably organize tourism activities, must have a
management system in the field of tourist productivity in the context of supply and demand and With an
emphasis on sustainable development. The most important policy that should be considered in urban tourism
management is that along with tourist attractions; Provide the urban facilities needed by tourists, which are
essential for the sustainable development of urban tourism neighborhoods. Most of these facilities can be
categorized into four categories: accommodation - hospitality 2. Leisure and entertainment 3. Shopping centers -
and business and urban public services. Urban tourism can lead to urban regeneration and economic
development (although in most countries, especially developing countries, urban tourism is not considered in
national development policies, urban planning, and economic research). Promoting tourism is a vital element in
contemporary planning for urban economic development. Has become. Managers and urban planners are looking
to develop tourism because the positive effects that tourism can have on local economies in terms of job creation
and investment development are very important.

Data and Method

The present research is based on modern futures research, analytical and exploratory methods that have been
done using a combination of quantitative and qualitative models. The method of data collection in this research
is documentary-library and field. The statistical population of the study included 60 specialists using the Delphi
technique. Finally, Mic Mac software was used to analyze the variables. Interviews with experts continued until
an agreement was reached. After collecting the indicators and variables (Table 1), the interaction matrix was
formed in two stages, so that the indicators are placed in rows and columns. The numerical score for weighting is
between 0 and 3, which means zero means no correlation, 1 low correlation, 2 medium correlation, and 3 high
correlation. Finally, Mic Mac software was used to analyze the variables. Marcus model was used to rank the
variables in the four dimensions of Izeh tourism.

Results and Discussion

Based on descriptive findings, 78% were male and 22% were female. In terms of education, most of the 63% had
a master's degree and a doctorate. According to the results, 30% of the sample population are university experts
(faculty members and graduate students), 27% are municipal experts, 13% are governors and 30% are cultural
heritage and tourism experts. Analysis of key factors affecting the economic development of Izeh city using Mic
Mac software and cross-sectional analysis method showed a filling rate of 69.83%. Of 1352 evaluable matrix
relationships, 376 relationships had 3 interactions. That is, the indicators were influenced by each other and
influenced each other. 436 Relationships have 2 interactions and have a reinforcing role. 436 relationships also
have crossover effects 2, ie they have a greater impact on other indicators. 584 types of relationships have
neither interaction nor overlap. Out of 44 variables affecting the economic development of Izeh city in Figure 3,
11 factors (investing in tourism activities 114, organizing communication networks 112, increasing production
per level 99, improving recreational facilities 96, welfare income level 93, diversity of resources Income 93,
increase in income of villagers 86, expansion of workshop industries in villages 84, encouraging people to create
a weekly market in the city 81, investment in villages 81, renovation and revitalization of the old texture of urban
spaces and tourist attractions 80) have the most impact and the least impact They have a future for the economic
development of Izeh city.

Conclusion

Tourism is one of the most important factors in regional development and balancing activities, which leads to
economic development in the regions and equitable distribution of income, as well as increased employment.
Governments intervene in tourism because of its economic importance. Izeh city as one of the middle cities of
the country in Khuzestan province has various economic, industrial, service, and communication capacities. But
what stands out most now is its tourism conditions. Due to its rich history, which is related to the Elamite period,
this city has various historical attractions, the most important of which are Ashkaft Salman, Kol Farah
inscriptions, Miangaran wetland, and ancient hills and its mountainous region. These diverse attractions in the
last decade have led to the development of tourism in a new way. Of course, the development of tourism is not
limited to Izeh city and almost these conditions in the city have been created due to the natural and historical
capacities of tourism in the region. Izeh also showed that these ratios are different for ranking each of the 43
research factors in the four dimensions of religion, culture, history, and natural tourism. In this regard, we can go
to the holy shrine of Imamzadeh Sultan Ibrahim (AS) in Karte Daniel Nabi in Susan, Imamzadeh Shah Pir in the
north of Izeh, and a few steps from the Imamzadeh, which are considered sacred to the people by field.
Observations, most jobs in this field are sold. Exchanges the cost of accommodation and the sale of local food.
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Therefore, based on these results, there is a need for comprehensive planning and foresight about tourism in this
city.
In line with the research results, the following suggestions are presented:

— Development of tourism infrastructure to attract tourists to Izeh

— Increasing welfare services in Izeh city

— Providing the necessary platform for investment in Izeh city

— Increasing infrastructure facilities such as hotels, inns, restaurants, etc.

— Development of urban transportation network, especially suburban roads

— Considering incentive policies for 1zeh ecotourism and tourism resorts.
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
